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Hard drives to get denser,
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December 26, 1997

Disk drives will become more dense
and less expensive in 1998, which is
good news for everybody but manu-
facturers.

Hard drives, like memory chips, are
expected to continue to decline in
price next year even as the technology
improves and sales increase, say ana-
lysts.

As with memory, price erosion stems
from an imbalance of supply and de-
mand. Demand is actually quite ro-
bust, with disk shipments increasing
by more than 21 million this year
according to various estimates. Un-
fortunately, a recent rush to fill that
demand by established as well as new
manufacturers has created a glut.

That is good news for consumers who
will get more storage for less, said Jim
Porter, president of Disk Trends, a
Mountain View, California-based re-
search firm specializing in storage.

"In 1997, OEMs were paying on aver-
age about 8 cents a megabyte [for
storage products]. In 1998, that
should go to around 7 cents" said

Porter. "In 1996, they paid 13 cents a
megabyte." Typically, a drop in the
manufacturer's purchase cost leads to
adrop in consumer prices.

One of the big events for consumers,
he said, will be the shift toward 2.1
GB platters. Platters are the building
blocks of disks. The average hard
drive contains two platters, while
drives for higher-end machines can
contain three to five platters.

Currently, most commercial hard
drives use platters that store 1.7GB of
information. 2.1GB platters, which
are now manufactured in limited
quantities, will start to find their way
into standard product lines during the
first two quarters of 1998.

While the shift may actually result in
a dlight increase in the total price for
cutting-edge disks, consumers will
pay less per megabyte for storage
because of the jump in capacity. The
typica 3GB hard drive will become
the 4GB hard drive, Porter pointed
out, and sell for close to the same
price.

At the sametime, this year's 3GB disk
will become very cheap. Manufactur-
ers will begin to heavily discount

cheaper

disks based on the current 1.7GB
technology when more of the 2.1GB
platters are available, Porter said.

Pricing pressures will also likely con-
tinue to be a feature of the market
because of the surfeit in supply. Sea-
gate Quantum, and Western Digital
all warned that earnings would be
lower than expected for their respec-
tive current quarters due to pricing
turmoil. Seagate further said it
planned to shut down its plant in
Ireland in the first quarter as way to
cut costs.

Despite the glut, the number of drives
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going out the door continues to grow.

The Pretenders: Emulators

An Update by Twisted Pair

Remember back in the old days when you could make your
Atari ST think that it was a "good old" Atari 800? How
about Dave Small's masterful Spectre that made your ST
think that was a Mac? Both of these are examples of
"Emulators’.

Fast forward to today...emulators are still alive and well for
systems flexible enough to run them. One example of a
system flexible enough to think that it's something else is
any system based on the Motorola/IBM "PowerPC" chip.

The largest number of PowerPC computers currently in the
consumer and business market are either Macintoshes or
Mac clones. As you would suspect- there are a large
number of emulators that run on the PowerPC platform.

The most popular are DOSWindows emulators such as
Insignia's "Soft Windows' and Connectix’ "Virtual PC"
which alow the Power Mac to have a Windows or Win-
dows 95 compatible environment.

Did you know that there are MANY more emulators avail-
able? A PowerPC Mac system can aso run software de-
signed for the following systems. Amstrad CPC, Amstrad
PCW, Apple I, Apple Il, Atari 800 series, Atari ST, Atari
2600, Atari 5200, BBC Micro, Commodore 64, Com-
modore Amiga, CP/M, Edsac, HP 48, IBM Series/1, MIPS
R2000, MSX, Dec PDP 8/E, Palm Pilot, Sinclair ZX81,
Spectrum QL, Spectrum ZX, Tl 81, TRS-80, TRS-80
Color Computer, DEC VAX, Colecovision, Nintendo,
Gameboy, Intellivision, Sega Master System, Sega Genesis,
Super Nintendo, and a plethora of Commercial Game Con-
soles! Sadly, no emulator has yet been developed for the
Atari Lynx, but Atari fans are pretty much covered in the
above list.

The dark side of the ahility of the PowerPC machines to be
so emulation friendly isthat strictly speaking, you still must
own a set of the OS ROM's (or in some cases, the entire
system) to legally emulate the OS, and certainly must own
an original copy of the programs that you wish to run. Any
other usage of these emulator programs is the same as
software piracy.

Regardless of the technical legal issues, the read world
situation is that most once-protected software and hard-
ware is freely available on the world wide web and can be
had for the price of a download. For practical purposes,
playing any prior generation computer game you ever
wanted is as simple as visiting http://emulation.net.

Here are the details on a couple of emulators that LCACE
members might find to be of interest:

"Rainbow" by Chris Lam emulates the Atari 8-bit environ-
ment about as perfectly as it could be on the PowerPC. Of
course you must have a set of the Atari 8-bit ROM'sin disk
form (Hint: the trandator disk). Look for Rainbow at
http://Aww.shenleyfield.demon.co.uk/rainbow.html.

"Stella" by Bradford W. Mott alows 2600 games to be
played on PowerPC. Activision has a similar 2600 emulator
that they plan to sell commercialy in a"2600 Action Pack"
but Stellais a bit better in my estimation. Look for Stella at
http://www4.ncsu.edu/~bwmott/Avww/2600.

"Frodo" by Christian Bauer and Richard Bannister emulates
the venerable Commodore 64 and does an excellent job on
graphics intensive games and programs. Go to http://inter-
netter.com/titan/software to check it out.
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DRIVESPACE ISN'T JUST FOR HARD DRIVES

Use DriveSpace for diskettes. Just remember if you need to
format them in the future, you must do so from the DriveS-
pace utility.

FIND OUT WHAT'SWHAT

If you hold the mouse pointer over minimized folders or
applications on your task bar, a Tool Tip will pop up and
give you the folder or application, along with document
names.

MAKE ICONSFROM BITMAPS

If you have Microsoft Plus, you can create an icon from
any bitmap image. Open Control Pandl and double-click on
Display. Select the Plus Tab, then select the icon you want
to change. Press Change Icon, then press Browse. Find a
bitmap, click on Open, and then on OK for both dialog
boxes.

AFILEWITH A VIEW

For alight-and-fast file viewing utility, check out Quick
View, which ships with Windows 95 (you won't see it if
you opted for atypica Win95 install). By default, Quick
View only pops up as an option for certain types of files, so
if you change a TXT file extension, Quick View will no
longer show up as an option. But you can enable Quick-
View for any file type you want by going to View/ Options
in any folder window and selecting File Types. Select the
file type you want to change, click on the Edit button, and
check the box marked Enable Quick View. You can dso
put Quick View in the SendTo folder to view any compati-
ble document on the fly.

GET RIGHT TO THE ROOT

Y ou can pop up rooted Explorer views on the fly by creat-
ing an option for them in the right-click menu for folders.
Edit the action list for the Folder file type, asin the previ-
oustip, and create a new action called Explore from Here.
For the application path, type
WINOWS\EXPLORER.EXE /E,/ROQOT,%]1. You can also
set thisup automatically with Microsoft's Power Toys,
availableon WinMag's Web site.

SURGICAL SELECTION

You can select files or folders "surgically" by pressing and
holding the Ctrl key asyou click. You'll select thefiles or
folders you click on without selecting those between. Click
on afileor folder once and it's selected. Click on it again
and it's de-selected.

Your CDs

have aways believed, and

probably most everyone else

has too, that the data on a
CD-ROM was on the bottom of the
disk, that extreme care should be
taken not to scratch the underside of
the disk, otherwise you'd be back at
the store looking for a new one.
Well, it's almost true—you do have
to be careful of your CD, but reason-
able care should be enough insurance
againgt loss.
For proper safeguards CDs should
be treated like eggs and kept in those
plastic containers some people call
“jewel cases.” These boxes are sold at
most stores for about a buck and are
the best insurance against damage. If
nothing else, CDs should be kept in
cardboard deeves or envelopes.
ACGNJ Ed note: Or you can use
Tyvek deevesfor 5.25" diskettes and
old 5.25" diskette cases. These
safeguards protect against scratches
and insure cleanliness thus preventing
dirt from being carried into the CD
player possibly damaging the laser or
lensinside.
What Can Damage a CD?
First, let's examine how aCD is
constructed. When a CD is made it
starts out with a base of plastic about
half the thickness of adime. The data
is recorded on the top surface by a
laser beam burning tiny pitsinto it.
Then the recorded data is covered by
a very thin coat of shiny aluminum.
This provides a surface to print la
bels, logos and advertising on the top
of the disk. When the ink is dry it is
covered by athin coat of lacquer.

At the factory CD-ROMs are made

in large quantities in aroom filled
with machines recording directly from
a hard drive. Each disk then is an
origina recording.

If you examine a cross section of the
finished disk, the data (or sound track
of amusic CD) isreally written on the
label side of the disk. The datais read
by a player with a laser beam that
shines upward through the bottom of
the CD and reads the recorded data
reflected back by the shiny aluminum
coating.

New Developments on the Way

In the fall of 1996 you can expect to
see awhole new chapter in the history
of the CD. Movies and music will be
first with computer disks coming in
early 1997. This new development
will be called “DVD” (Digita Video
Disks).

DVD diskswill have multiple layers
of data, providing ahuge increasein
the data on each disk. By increasing
laser intensity the player will move
from layer to layer depending on your
needs or the program needs. Multiple
foreign language versions of the same
program can be on the same disk. Or
different technical versions can be on
different layers. If the program
requiresit, at start-up the laser will
read the first layer of

If the bottom of the
CD gets scratched or roughed up a
little bit, the laser can till read the
data. However, with neglect it could
soon become like a dirty window,
preventing the laser from reading the
data at all.

When you remove the CD from its
original case, do not grab the CD by
the edges and pull. This could crack
the disk and ruin it. Rather, press the
notched hub retainer in the center of
